The Humanitarian Excellence Awards are a special category of the UWA Excellence Awards
Programme.

Nominations are welcomed from all schools in Western Australia for students who arrived in Australia on a
Humanitarian Visa (Refugee, Special Humanitarian or Onshore Protection Visa). Unlike the Excellence Awards,
there is no limit to the number of Humanitarian Excellence Award nominations made by each school. A total of
six Humanitarian Excellence Awards will be offered in 2010, awarded on the basis of academic merit.

Eligibility Criteria
To be eligible for these awards a student must:
¢ meet the admission requirements for entry to UWA (WACE, competence in English and any prerequisite
requirements for particular courses);
¢ achieve a TER at least equivalent to the University’s minimum TER for 2010;
¢ have applied through TISC for a place at UWA, nominating a UWA course as their first preference for
the first round of offers;
¢ have arrived in Australia on a Humanitarian Visa (Refugee, Special Humanitarian or Onshore Protection
Visa); and
* be a permanent resident or citizen of Australia.
